The family winery, whose roots date back to 1945, entered 
the wine market under the name Vinařství Volařík in 
2007. Winery manages 80 ha vineyards in the wine region 
Mikulovsko, of which 4.2 ha are in organic production. 
The grapes are harvested mainly by hand. The winery 
focuses on the production of predicate wines, especially 
white wines, the offer is complemented by rosé, red 
wines and Volařík Sekt produced using the traditional 
method.

The winery creates its own range of TERROIR wines - a 
combination of the most prestigious vineyards with the 
most suitable grape variety. While producing the terroir 
wine, special care is taken to bring out the uniqueness 
of the vineyard in which the vines grow. The must is 
fermented with a wild yeast culture and no fining agents 
are used during fermentation and subsequent ageing. The 
doses of sulphur dioxide are kept to a minimum and only 
coarse diatomaceous earth filtration is carried out 
before bottling. The resulting wines offer a unique 
symphony of colour, aroma and flavour and are destined 
to develop for a long time in bottle. The winery also 
offers PIWI varieties, which have become increasingly 
popular in recent years. However, the main varieties of 
winery is Welschriesling and Pálava.
